Try not to let a dummy become a habit.

— such as when the baby is
cross or tired, or is settling down to sleep.

, honey, jam etc —
this leads to teeth becoming rotten and decayed.

Don't use
it as a ‘plug’ to keep them quiet and allow them to take
the dummy out to talk.

as soon as you can,
It is much
easier then, than at 2 — 3 years old.
